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Three Great Things Accomplished

Through the Power of

Some years ago, in Columbus, the capital city of the
State of Ohio, U.S.A., I met a student who had just
arrived in the U.S.A. from Beijing, China. Having
received a bachelor degree from a university in China,
he was admitted into a university in the U.S.A. for a
graduate study in physics. Knowing I am a Christian, he
told me I was superstitious to believe in God. He told
me he believed science is omnipotent. I told him, natural
science undoubtedly has given us a lot of knowledge
about material world and improved material aspect of
the human life. However, scientists explain natural
phenomena but cannot create nature.

I asked this future scientist who was in his early 20°s
and full of self-confidence, saying, “When God created
the earth, he did not apply for patent nor did he claim
copyright. Can all the scientists in the world work
together to copy this earth and create another earth just
like this one, which circulates and rotates, and on which
there is unlimited supply of air, water and sunshine,
having tens of thousands of birds that can sing and tens
of thousands of fish that can swim?”’

He said that was definitely impossible. I told him,
“You just said that you believe nature science is

omnipotent and then why you don’t think it is possible
for all the scientists in the world to make another earth
to pattern after this one?” He ignored my question but
said, “You are superstitious believing in God.”

“More than two hundred years ago, one of the most
influential philosophers of all time, Immanuel Kant,
wrote: ‘Two things fill me with constantly increasing
admiration and awe, the longer and more earnestly I
reflect on them: the starry heavens without and the
Moral Law within.”” (Collins, Francis S., The language
of God: a scientist presents evidence of belief. New
York, Free Press, 2006, page 57.)

Immanuel Kant, 1724-1804 was a world-class
German philosopher. He was amazed by tens of
thousands of stars that decorate clear sky at night.
These stars have moved along their respective orbits
for tens of thousands of years. Physics tells us that
materials need to consume energy in order to move.
What energy do these stars consume and who supplies
them the energy? Who built a super highway for each
of these stars so they are moving along these tens of
thousands of super highways in an orderly fashion
without traffic jam or accident? Many, if not all, of

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these stars is much larger than our earth. Where did
they come from and who sustains them?

Mankind has lived all over the world since ancient
times, and had no contact with one another for thousands
of years before the recent development of modern
transportation and technology. We differ in races,
languages, concepts and habits, etc. but why are we similar
in moral standard? All nations and races agree that
arrogance, selfishness, greed, cheating, deceiving, bullying,
etc. are evils. Why do peoples all over the world agree that
humility, selflessness, honesty, helping the poor are good
deeds? Who placed the same moral scale in the minds of
humans who differ in race and culture?

This short discussion in the preceding paragraphs
involves three important academic fields: natural science
discovers the existing natural law in order to explain
natural phenomena of the material world that has led
humans out of superstition due to ignorance. If we can use
a simple English word to express the field of nature science,
that word is "WHAT". It is beyond the scope of nature
science to study the reason why the nature becomes the
nature. Philosophy goes beyond natural law of material
world, and thinks about "WHY" the nature becomes nature.
Philosophers say that nature becomes nature because the
universe has a "cause". But philosophers could not explain
what this "cause" is. Theology explains “WHO” this
“cause” is and tells us this “cause” is God who created the
heavens, the earth and the human being.

Dr. Wernher von Braun, 1912-1977, Director of
Marshall Space Flight Center, The Aeronautics and
Space Administration (NASA), U.S.A. and Chief
Architect of the Apollo spacecraft that sent the first man
to the moon in 1969, grew up as an atheist and became
a dedicated Christian later in his life when he became a
very successful scientist. He stated, “My experiences
with science led me to God. They challenge science to
prove the existence of God. But must we light a candle
to see the sun?”’ “Science and religion are not
antagonists. On the contrary, they are sisters. While
science tries to learn more about the creation, religion
tries to better understand the Creator.”

The wisdom and power of God who created the
universe and human being are much greater than those
of all scientists, philosophers and theologians combined !

Chapter 1 of the Book of Romans in the Bible tells
us that God demonstrates his great power in three great
things that are beyond reach of humans:

(1) Creation of the universe

(2) Salvation of believers from sins and death

(3) Raised Jesus from the dead

This article lets us see these three things that are
beyond human ability to accomplish and helps us see the
great power of the only true God.

A.

(The Bible) Romans 1:20
20 For since the creation of the world God’s

INVISIBLE qualities — HIS ETERNAL POWER

and divine nature — have been clearly seen, being

understood from what has been made, so that men
are without excuse. — NIV —

A majority of people do not believe in God and they
have one thing in common, namely, they allow the devil
to control their minds against God. However, they give
you various reasons why they do not believe in God. One
of these reasons is that no one has seen God and therefore
God does not exist. This reason appears to be reasonable
as many believe “Seeing is believing.” Therefore, they
convince themselves that it is superstitious to believe
something that one does not see or cannot see.

Do you believe your mom has a great grandmother?

If you say yes to this question, then, have you seen
your mother’s great grandmother? Of course, you never
saw her. It then proves that you are superstitious as you
have never seen your mother’s great grandmother, and
yet you believe your mother has a great grandmother !

Do you believe there was the First World War in
1914-1918?

If your answer is no, people are likely to see you as
a person lacking common sense. However, if your
answer to this question is yes, have you seen the First
World War taking place in 1914-1918? Of course not.
Then, once again, you have proven yourself to be
superstitious as you believe in something that you have
not seen !

Do you believe there is air on the earth?

Clean air is not visible through human eyes. So, you
are superstitious believing there is air. Why do you
believe your mother has a great grandmother? Why do
you believe there was the First World War in 1914-1918?
Why do you believe there is air on the earth? You
believe in these not because of seeing them, but because
of reasoning.

Therefore, it is not a sound reasoning to say that it

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is superstitious to believe in God as no one has ever seen
God!

How large is the universe? There are billions of
solar systems in the Milky Way which is one of galaxies
where our earth belongs. And there are billions of
galaxies in the universe. Can you imagine how large the
universe is? Besides, the universe is expanding at the
speed of light !

Where did the universe come from?

Natural science sprouted in the 16" century in
Christian countries in Europe. For a period of about 400
years, astronomers believed that the universe always
exists, without beginning or ending. Therefore, creation
was out of the question.

However, in mid-20th century, Edwin Powerll Hubble,
1889-1953, an American astronomer, discovered that the
universe is expanding at the speed of light. This was an
earth-shattering discovery. In other words, the universe of
the 20" century was much larger than that of the 19%
century; and the universe of the 19th century was much
larger than that of the 18" century, and so on. If we trace
the time to the infinite past, the universe was a very small
ball with extremely high density. Why did the universe
start to expand? A reasonable conclusion of astronomers
was that a Big Bang of the universe took place, and the
universe began to expand. In fact, no human being saw the
Big Bang taking place. Astronomers ask themselves a
question, namely, where did the universe come from one
day before the Big Bang took place? This indeed is an
excellent question, however, it falls outside of the study of
astronomy and astronomers must refer this question to
theologians. Many astronomers now accept the following
answer given in the Bible thousands of years ago.

(The Bible) Genesis 1:1
1 In the beginning God created the heavens and the

earth. — NIV —

Because humans rebelled against God, their creator, sins
fill human heart and societies.

(The Bible) Psalms 115:116
16 The highest heavens belong to the LORD, but the

earth he has given to man. — NIV —

Among hundreds of billions of planets, astronomers
have not been able to find one like the earth that is
suitable for humans to live on. God created the earth for
inhabitation of humans, free of charge, but humans have
chosen to deny or rebel against God, and many of them
yet consider themselves to be conscientious persons.

28 Furthermore, since they did not think it worthwhile
to retain the knowledge of God, he gave them over
to a depraved mind, to do what ought not to be done.

16 I am not ashamed of the gospel, because it is the
power of God for the salvation of everyone who
believes; first for the Jew, then for the Gentile.

Sins and death are the two biggest problems that
endanger mankind, but science is totally incapable of
solving these two problems !

Can scientists create a pill that will cure the sin of
arrogance, bully, corruption, deception, greed, hatred,
selfishness, etc.?

Sins and death are related. Sin is the cause while
death is the effect. This is not natural law, and therefore
does not fall in the study of nature science; This is the
law of supernatural, and falls in the study of theology.

(The Bible) Romans 5:12
12 Therefore, just as sin entered the world through one

man, and death through sin, and in this way death

came to all men, because all sinned. — NIV —

Human death proceeds in three stages:

(1) Death of soul: God is the source of life. Humans
rebel against God and are thus cut off from the
source of life. Human souls are then controlled by
the devil and become hotbed of sins.

(2) Death of body: Whether we are rich or poor,
officials or civilians, healthy or weak, each day we
live, we are one day closer to the expiration date of
our visas on earth. When the expiration time comes,

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we all have to depart from this world to go on

another journey of life. Where are you going to?
(3) Both the body and the soul go down to hell: "Hell

runs import business, not import and export

business." The street to hell is one way and dead end.

"Hell's immigration policy is very lenient." As soon
as people arrive at hell, permanent residency is
granted.

Science cannot solve the problems of sins and death
for mankind, but God alone can and will.

(The Bible) John 3:16
16 For God so loved the world that he gave his one and

only Son, that whoever believes in him shall not

perish but have eternal life. — NIV —

(The Bible) Romans 10:9
9 Thatif you confess with your mouth, “Jesus is Lord,”

and believe in your heart that God raised him from

the dead, you will be saved. — NIV —

This verse of the Bible says that a man who wishes
to be saved by God, must continue to receive Jesus as
the Lord of his life, and continue to follow Jesus'
teachings, believing that Jesus is alive today and in
charge of the universe. In other words, faith in Jesus is
not worshiping a great dead man.

After a person accepts Jesus as Lord, the soul of this
person is immediately resurrected. Christians continue to
have fellowship with God through prayers, reading the
Bible, attending church services and obeying the word of
God. Although the physical body of Christians will still
die, however, when Christian's bodies die, their souls are
immediately taken to heaven to be with the Lord. When
the time appointed by God comes, all Christians who are
dead will be raised physically, and taken to be with God
forever in body and soul.

The resurrection of Jesus from the dead is one of the
most critical aspect of the gospel of Jesus Christ.

(1) No religious leaders announced their births
beforehand.

(4) The disciples of Jesus saw the resurrection of Jesus;
and the Roman government prohibited them to
proclaim Jesus’ resurrection by threatening them
with death penalty.

(5) For two thousand years, billions of people have
believed in Jesus' resurrection and accepted Jesus as
the Lord of their lives. Their lives have been changed
by Jesus and they have become new creatures.
Scientists can build aircraft,

but cannot create butterflies ;

Scientists can build cars,
but cannot create ants ;

Scientists can build ships,
but cannot create shrimp ;

Man can make artificial flowers,
but scientists cannot create a seed that will germinate.

Work Out Our Salvation —
« Do Not Forsake Our Assembling Together

(The Bible) Hebrews 10:25-27

25 not forsaking our own assembling together, as is the
habit of some, but encouraging one another; and
all the more as you see the day drawing near.

26 For if we go on sinning willfully after receiving the
knowledge of the truth, there no longer remains a
sacrifice for sins,

27 but aterrifying expectation of judgment and the fury
of a fire which will consume the adversaries.
— NASB —

Some people take a position that Christian faith is
strictly between each believer and God, having nothing
to do with any other people. Consequently, in their
